India has also offered
to enhance power supply
from Moreh in Manipur to
Tamu in Myanmar.
Mr Modi said,
Archaeological Survey of
India will soon begin work on
restoring two old temples and
inscriptions of King Mindon
and King Bagyidaw in Bodh
Gaya.

San Suu Kyi said her country
has always admired India for
being the greatest democracy
in the world.
