Chatterjee , Former Lok
Sabha Speaker passed
away.
Admitted in Private
Hospital, Chatterjee takes
his last breath at 8:15 am
in the hospital. Doctor’s
gave their statement that
the cause of his death
was a cardiac arrest.
The Communist Party of
India (Marxist) veteran
was suffering from kidney
ailment and was put on
ventilator support on
Saturday. He suffered a
hemorrhagic stroke in
July.
Born on July 25, 1929,
Chatterjee was a ten-
timeLok Sabha MP.
