Chief Minister highlighted
that it is a historic day for the
State of Manipur as we
witness the roll out of an
ambitious program “Start-Up
Policy” and opening of road
route for immigration flow
between India and Myanmar
at Moreh. Since its inception,
the present Government has
been trying its level best to
bring development and good
governance in the State. He
mentioned that the aim
objective of launching the
Manipur Start-Up scheme is
to unleash the potential,
talents and entrepreneurship
skills of the State. 
He stated that the Manipur
Start-Up Policy would
nurture and encourage Start-
ups and Entrepreneurs in job
creation and economic
growth in the State.

Singh defeated
Hariprasad by garnering 125
votes in the Upper House.
This battle was the one
between the government and
the Opposition who were
unable to unite for the warm-
up ahead of Lok Sabha 2019
elections.
The National Democratic
Alliance (NDA) claims it has
the support of 126 members in
the Upper House with the
power of 244 MPs. The fight
is between a first-time MP
Harivansh from the Janata
Dal-United against the
Congress leader and three-
time MP Hariprasad.

Who supports whom?
As per the sources in the Rajya
Sabha Secretariat, both the
candidates’ papers have been
received in order and the
notices have been given by
both sides accordingly.
The election will begin at 11
am following the papers being
laid out. Since July 1, the post
has been lying vacant after the
retirement of PJ Kurien. The
Opposition has the support of
Trinamool Congress (TMC),
Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam
(DMK), Bahujan Samaj Party
(BSP), Samajwadi Party,
National Congress Party
(NCP), Telugu Desam Party. 
The TDP has said that they
are going to support the

Congress candidate in the
Upper House. And on the
ruling party’s side, the
candidate has the support of
Shiv Sena, Akali Dal and there
are chances of independent
parties like All India Anna
Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam
(AIAMDK) coming along. 
According to news agency
PTI, the sources have said that
the BJP candidate might
garner the support of Biju
Janata Dal (BJD) after JD-U
and BJP have talked to
Naveen Patnaik. 
Number game
Both the parties been claiming
that the other does not have
numbers. Vijay Goel, Minister
of State for Parliamentary
Af fairs said, “We have
numbers on our side and
Harivanshji will comfortably
win the election tomorrow. It
would have been better if the
deputy chairman was elected
unanimously.” 
Congress senior
spokesperson also claimed
that NDA does not have a
majority in the Rajya Sabha
alleging that the BJP will put
its power and authority in
play during the election. 
The opposition is confident
that their candidate is
“formidable” and if the
question is being raised as to
why the opposition is
contesting an election, then
they are questioning the “very
essence” of democracy.
The BJP calculation says that
their candidate is going to get
at least 91 members to back
him and the votes of
independent parties –
AIAMDK’ s 13, TRS’ 6, YSRCP
with 2 and INLD with one –
add up to 117. With BJD’s
MPs the NDA candidate will
stand with 126 votes. 
In case of Hariprasad, he has
the votes of 61 Congress
MPs, TMC and SP both have
13 members each, TDP’s six, 5
of CPI and one of JD-S make
the tally go up to 109. 

The NDA candidate Harivansh

Narayan Singh won the Rajya

Sabha election to become the
Deputy Chairman of the Upper

House following the voting by

Members of Parliament. Singh has

defeated Hariprasad by 25 votes.
