their weights. Automobile
parts sold in the market without
proper labelling, packets and
Maximum Retail Prices(MRP)
marking will also be monitored
and stern action will be taken
up against them”, Ranjan
Yumnam informed.
Briefing the media, he also said
that they will appeal the public
to raise awareness to replace
the old, traditional method of
measuring valuable expensive
items like jewellaries in sans
and chanings by the
International Metric System
that minutely measures them
in terms of grams.

“The public should
quickly report to the
Department giving the details
of the vendor and the
commodities in any such
cases and immediate action
will be taken”, he also assured.
