At least 40 girls mostly
teenagers, who were probably
brought for sale at different
cities of South Asian
countries were today rescued
by combined team of
Manipur Alliance for Child
Rights (MACR) and
Tengnoupal Police under the
Supervision of District SP Dr.
S. Ibomcha from Moreh town.
A middle aged Nepali man
who is suspected to be the
trafficker was also picked up
by the police team. 2 other
girls suspected to be among
the trafficked girls were also
rescued today from a Hotel in
Imphal along with two other
Nepali boys by a team of city
police OC N. Ingocha. The 4
of them are being under
verification process.
Talking to Imphal Times,
convenor of the MARC,
Montu Ahanthem said that a
Nepal based NGO , Maiti
Nepal had had sent an
intimation to the Delhi
Women Commission
regarding trafficking of large
number of Nepali girls

MARC and Police continue to search for more

towards India in the middle
week of January this year.
Following that NGOs and
government machineries
across the country were
alerted and the Delhi Women
Commission rescued 3 women
from the nation’s capital. On
being questioned the three
revealed that other women
who have been trafficked had
travel towards Manipur to
cross at Myanmar.
After the information has
been forwarded to the
Manipur Alliance for Child
Rights, the members acted
immediately and along with
the help of police team they
conducted search and rescue
operation of the trafficked

girls.
As Moreh town has a porous
boundary with the Myanmar,
the MARC also alerted the
Tengnoupal Police regarding
the Matter. SP of the district
Dr. Ibomcha without making
any delay conducted search
operation at Moreh town.
Checking at border gate have
been intensified and source
said that around 10 Nepali girl
who possessed documents
had already cross the border.
Report reaching here said that
during the search operation
conducted at Moreh town
since early morning the police
team rescued 16 girls who were
planning for deportation
towards Myanmar. As the hunt

for the trafficked girls continue
4 more teenagers were also
rescued along with a male adult
from a Hotel at Moreh. And
later at evening 9 more girls
were rescued by the police
team. Report added that among
the 40 girls, some seemed older
which suggested being
traffickers.
The police acted on tip top as
photographs of all those girls
trafficked had been sent by the
Maiti Nepal, the NGO which
alerted the Indian machineries.
Convenor of MACR,
Ahanthem Montu, talking to
Imphal Times said, “This is a
major rescue operation at
which without the help of
police it would have been
impossible”.
When asked about what are
the authority going to do with
the rescued girls, Montu said
those victim of flesh trade will
be accommodated at Ujwala
Home and those traffickers
will be deal by police under
the law of the land. He also
added that procedure to
deport the victim girls will be
done as per the law of the land
after intimation with the
Nepal government.

Announcing this in the Lok
Sabha while presenting the
Budget for 2019-20, Union
Finance Minister Piyush Goyal
said he was providing Rs 75,000
crore for the income support
scheme and another Rs 20,000
crore in the Revised Estimate
for the current year (2018-19)
itself.
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
was also seen thumping his
desk with a smile. Mr Goyal said
that the amount will be
deposited in farmers’ accounts
in three instalments in a year, of
which Rs 2000 per hectare will
be deposited right away. “This
will help farmers with acquiring
farm inputs such as quality
seeds, irrigation, neem-coated
urea and credit.’
The Minister also announced a
raise in interest subvention of
timely repayment of farm credit.
“Farm credit is Rs 11.68 lakh
crore,’ he said recognising the
good work done by farmers. In
keeping with the policy of the
government, the Minister
announced the formation of a
Rashtriya Kamdhenu Ayog to
upscale the production and
productivity of cows.
An additional Rs 750 crore has
been allocated for the National
Gokul Mission.
Mr Goyal also announced
‘sustained and focused’
attention to the fisheries and
animal husbandry sector that
have grown.
Significantly, he announced an
additional 3 per cent income sub-

vention for farmers involved in
fisheries taking the entire
interest sub-vention upto 5 per
cent, at par with crop loan

discounts. To make all farmers
come under the Kisan Credit
Card scheme, the government
has simplified the forms, he said.

Mass protest against the
Citizenship (Amendment) Bill
2016 in North East states of
India turned deaf to the
government of India, as
President Ram Nath Kovind in
his speech at Rajys Sabha
today assured passage of the
Bill in the Indian parliament.
President Ram Nath Kovind
addressed legislators from the
Rajya Sabha and Lok Sabha
in the Central Hall of
Parliament today on the first
day of the Budget Session.
He backed the Centre’s
Citizenship (Amendment) Bill,
which has met with stiff
opposition from political
parties and people in the
northeastern states. “The
Citizenship (Amendment) Bill
will make it easier to provide
Indian citizenship to those
who had to take refuge in India
after facing oppression
somewhere else,” he said.
The bill seeks to amend the

Citizenship Act of 1955 in
order to grant citizenship to
Hindus, Buddhists, Sikhs,
Jains, Parsis and Christians
from Bangladesh,
Afghanistan and Pakistan if
they have lived in India for six
years, even if they do not
possess the necessary
documents.
In his speech given at the
Rajya Sabha today, the
President said that the Bill will
seek to address “injustice and
deprivation” in society.
“Mindful of the injustice and
deprivation in society, my
government has been working
towards reforming the legal
system so as to ensure social
and economic justice. The
Citizenship Amendment Bill
will help in securing of Indian
citizenship by those victims
who were persecuted and
were compelled to seek refuge
in India. These people cannot
be blamed since they were
victims of circumstances”, he
said.
Despite the BJP’s insistence
that the Bill will help
“persecuted minorities” from
neighboring Islamic countries,
citizens of India, and

especially Northeast are wary
of the consequences that the
Bill might have on the
demographic composition in
the region, where illegal
Bangladeshi immigration is
already a huge concern.
It may be mentioned that the
indigenous people of Tripura
have been reduced to a small
minority now as Bangla
people make up a majority of
the population. Leaders such
as Assam’s Akhil Gogoi have
warned that a similar fate
awaits the rest of the region if
the Bill is passed. Student
organization (AASU) leader
Samujjal Bhattacharya has
also slammed the Bill for its
communal nature (as it
deprives only Muslim
migrants of citizenship status)
and called it
“unconstitutional.
The Week had also reported
that the Manipur chief minister
N. Biren Singh has called for a
review of the citizenship
amendment bill (CAB).
The news journal quoted
Biren as saying -  “Yes, I am
going to Delhi. I have decided
to ask the Union home minister
to review the decision to pass

the citizenship amendment
bill.” Singh added that there
was lot of misconceptions
regarding the bill among
people. “We must address it,”
he said.
Earlier,  Rajnath Singh has
asked all chief ministers from
northeast to discuss the
Citizenship Amendment Bill.
The other three chief
ministers from the BJP in the
region, including Assam’s
Sarbananda Sonowal,
Arunachal Pradesh’s Pema
Khandu and Tripura’s Biplab
Deb, have decided not to
express their personal views
on the contentious
bill. Interestingly, N. Biren
Singh is the only Chief
Minister among the four BJP
CM of NE to question the Bill.
It is to be mentioned that the
Bill has been pending passage
in the Upper House after it was
passed at the Lok Sabha on
January 8, with the
opposition’s raising of hue-
and-cry over it leading
toI tiswidely believed that the
BJP will try to pass the Bill in
the current budget session
which is expected to last up
until February 13.

He
added that if the said Bill is
passed in Rajya Sabha and
becomes and act the whole
indigenous population of the
North East region will be wiped
out from the face of the earth.
He finally appealed the
authorities to stand firm against
the bill and to withdraw it in the
Rajya Sabha.
It can be mention that yesterday
also Meira rallies was staged at
various places of Manipur
protesting against the
Controversial Bill.

NSCN set to appoint new Chairman;

After the death of Isak Chishi
Swu on June 28, 2016, the seat
of Chairman has remained
vacant. The NSCN (IM) has
not taken the chance to
immediately appoint a new
Chairman, which might create
rift in the group at a time when
the Naga peace process has
reached a crucial stage.
The post of Vice Chairman is
also vacant after the demise
of Khole Konyak in December
last.
Tuccu has been associating
with NSCN (IM) General
Secretary, Thiungaleng
Muivah and former Chairman
Swu. He will also be the
President of Government of
the People’s Republic of
Nagalim (GPRN); the NSCN
government.
On the political front, the
NSCN (IM) appears not
optimistic of an early solution,
as they want an out of the box
solution. Sources said
solution will not be possible

before the Lok Sabha election
and might even take time if the
solution is not out of the box.
New Delhi’s interlocutor R N
Ravi had said that there will
be only one agreement with
the Naga groups, but NSCN
(IM) is unlikely to sign any
agreement which would be
like that of 1975 Shillong
Accord. NSCN (IM) source
said they will never repeat
Shillong Accord and would
pursue for a solution which
would be acceptable to the
people.
Recently there was a report
that Naga peace process
was not moving on expected
line. But as usual the Union
Government said the “peace
process is on the r ight
track”.
NSCN (IM) has been
demanding a separate
const i tut ion and a f lag,
which are thorny issues,
and which the Centre is
unlikely to accept.
