Speaking on the occasion,
Chief Guest,   Addl.Cheif
Secretary, (RD&PR/R&DM/
FY) Government of Manipur,
Mh.Khan said that the total
annual requirement in the
state is 52 thousand metric
tons where as the to tal
production  is only 32
thousand metr ic tons. He
opined that the gap is being
filled up by purchasing from

other part of the country which
means a large amount of
money is going out of the state.
In order to fill up this
requirement the department
with the help of ICAR and
other related departments have
formulated certain measures
under which the training is also
being conducted. He also said
that the Department at its Head
Office in Imphal had started a
mill for fish feeds which are
being made available at 55/-
rupees,  and will soon be
available at 45/- rupees per kg.
Regarding Loan facilities he

informed that the department
is facilitating loan for the
in terested  farmers though
different banks. He further
added that Rural Development
programme like MGNREGA
can be incorporated with this
program.
Speaking as the Guest of
Honour, Deputy
Commissioner,  Chandel,
Krishna kumar, said that it is
par t of the Mission  Self-
sufficient 2020. He further said
that people of  the district
should join hands and make it
a Mass movement .he further

said that Chandel being an
Aspiratioal Distr ict this
programme is also part of the
Aspirational distr ict
programmes.
In her presidential speech
Director  of  Fisheries,
Government of Manipur, .
Bidyarani Ayekpam said that
the programme is being taken
up for  farmers with  an
objective of doubling their
incomes. She added that the
government is always ready to
support and  provid ing an
assistance of  40% subsidies
for the making new fish pond,
she further added that the
training is being conducted as
part of the capacity building
as knowledge is very much
required.

He ,  in  fac t ,  h ad  n o t
appreciated  the satyagrah
movement.   He, who wrote
the national anthem, also
h e ld  th e  v iew  th a t
“n at io na l i sm  i s  a  grea t
menace”.   I  do  not agree
with those views, nor d id
eminent  l ead er s of  tha t
time, but this did not make
Gu rud ev Rab in dra  Na th
Tagore less an  Indian , less
a patrio t than  any of  his
con temp o ra r ies .  Mer ely
because a person does not
agree with the government
in power  or  is  v iru lently
cr itical of the government
in power, does not make
him any less a patrio t than
those in power. In today’s
world, if any person  was to
say “nationalism is a great
menace”,  he may well be
charged with sedition.
To conclude, I  would say
that if  this country is to
progress not only in  the
f ie ld  o f  co m m er ce  an d
industry but to progress in
the field  of human rights
and be a shining example
of  an  e ff ect ive ,  v ib rant
democracy, then  the voice
of  the people can  never be

stifled. I  can  do  no better
than  q uote the wo rds of
Gur ud ev  Rab ind ra  Nath
Tagore:

These were the conclusions
that scientists at ETH Zurich
in Switzerland came to after
identifying a previously
unknown mechanism of
antibiotic resistance spread in
bacteria that inhabit the gut.
A recent Nature  paper
describes how, using mice, the
team discovered the
mechanism in persisters —
persistent bacteria that can
survive treatment with
antibiotics by going into a
dormant state.
“If you want to control the
spread of resistance genes,”
says co-senior study author
Médéric Diard, “you have to
start with the  resistant
microorganisms themselves
and prevent  these  from

spreading through, say, more
effective hygiene measures
or vaccinations.”
Until recently,  Diard was
working at ETH Zurich. He is
now a professor at the
University of Basel, also in
Switzerland.
According to the World
Health Organization (WHO),

antibiotic resistance is a public
health  concern  in  every
country.
In the United States, at least 2
million people develop
antibiotic resistant infections
each year, and at least 23,000
die from them, according to the
Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention (CDC).

Science,  technolo gy and
innovation each represent a
successively larger category
of activities which are highly
interdependent but distinct.
Science contr ibu tes to
technology in at least six
ways: (1) new knowledge
which  serves as a d irect
source  of  ideas f or  new
technological possibilities;
(2)  so urce of  too ls and
techniques for more efficient
engineer ing design  and a
knowledge bas e for
evaluation of feasibility of
design s; (3)  res earch
instrumentation, laboratory
techniques and analytical
methods used  in research
that eventually find their way
in to  design  or  industr ial

practices,  of ten  through
intermediate disciplines; (4)
practice of  research  as a
source for development and
assimilation of new human
skills  and  capabi lities
eventually usefu l for
technology; (5) creation of a
knowledge base that
becomes increasingly
important in the assessment
of technology in terms of its
wider  social and
environmental impacts; (6)
knowledge base that enables
more efficient strategies of
applied  research ,
development, and refinement
of new technologies.
The converse impact of
technology on science is of
at least equal importance: (1)
through providing a fertile
source of novel scien tif ic
questions and thereby also

help in g to  justi fy the
alloca tion  of  res ources
needed  to  address  these
questions in an efficient and
timely manner, extending the
agenda of science; (2) as a
source of  o therwise
unavailable instrumentation
and techniques needed to
addres s novel an d  more
difficult scientific questions
more efficiently.
Specific examples of each of
these two-way interactions
are discussed . Because of
many indirect as well as direct
connections between science
and technology, the research
portfolio of potential social
benefit is much broader and
more diverse than would be
suggested by looking only at
the d i rect connections
between sc ience and
technology.

 A “bottle flip” brightened
the moods of Hong Kongers
waiting near a closed Mass
Transi t Railway (MTR)
station last Saturday (Sept
7), in a moment that has since
gone viral on social media.

Hong Kong protest ‘bottle flip’ moment goes viral
Hong Kong protesters took
to the Internet to praise the
man who, in a video shared
over 4,000 times on Facebook,
could be seen walking up to
nearby  r io t police  af ter
successfully flipping a water
bottle.
Footage showed police first
talking to the bottle flipper

before proceeding to walk
away from Tung Chung MTR
station.
Comments on social media
said the “uncle” had chased
away the officers, though it
was not clear what caused
police to leave the scene.
Police closed the station last
Saturday after hundreds of

residents thronged it for
what protesters refer to as a
“stress test” of road and rail
links in  the Chinese-ru led
city.
The same station was closed
the week before,  af ter
pro testers smashed ticket
vending machines and ticket
gantries.
